











As guests arrive give them name
badges - this helps the entertainer.

Ensure there is no way the children
can leave the venue without being seen by
an adult.

Decide what time the entertainer
is to start their main show. After fifteen
minutes in is normally a good time to start.

Presents - allocate a present table and make
sure the cards stay attached.

Once the party has started enjoy your-
self but keep an eye on the children whose
parents have left as you are responsible for
them. Make sure you know when the entertainer
will break for food and get the table ready.

At tea time help the children to open
packs and give out extra drinks.

Offer the entertainer a drink and

some food they are only human! A good
entertainer will stay with the children during the
break and not go off into a corner.

Bring out the cake and sing
“Happy Birthday”.

This is a really important part for the birthday
child and a special moment for you, make sure
you see it rather than being stuck helping in the
kitchen.

Tears always happen and can be
contagious. Take a tearful child away from the
group to calm them down. For quieter children
who don'’t like joining in, it's a good idea to
set-up a colouring table.
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At the end of the party make sure the
entertainer has made it clear that there is a
conclusion and ask them to give the party bags
out with your child.

Once all the guests have gone pay
the entertainer and, if they were good, a small
tip is always much appreciated.

Clear the venue to its original state.
